Do you believe that corporations are persons and should possess constitutional rights? Former Governor and current Presidential candidate Mitt Romney stated that he does. 

We’d like to know your position. Do you support Supreme Court decisions, the most recent being Citizens United vs FEC, affirming that corporations should have inalienable constitutional rights, including Bill of Rights protections, under the United States Constitution? 

Or do you believe inalienable Bill of Rights and other constitutional rights should be reserved solely for human beings?

The difference is profound. The US Constitution originally granted corporations no rights. Corporations were creations of the state, meant to be subordinate to the public in every way through charters granted one-at-a-time by state legislators and as means of public control. Anointing corporations with inalienable constitutional rights prevents real self-governance by human beings to define their lives, communities and the natural world. 

Move to Amend [http://movetoamend.org], the national organization formed in response to the Citizens United decision, believes corporations should not be defined constitutionally as people. We believe the constitutional doctrine of “corporate personhood” should end. Corporations should have protections via statutes (laws) but not constitutionally shielded with never-intended rights. Democracy cannot be real if corporations possess the authority and power to rule, to govern.
